Click on
the “Click Here” and under the “Action Alert” you will be given
a choice of delivery methods. The E-Mail will be highlighted.
There are form letters prepared for your Congressmen and
Senators. When you are finished hit “send.” If this exemption
is not passed we may all be required to obtain a Discharge
Permit every year and from what I've been hearing the cost
is considerable.
