News From The Yard

The launch season is about to start. It is time to locate the
drain plug, charge the batteries and add air to the tires if you
store on a trailer.

We will have a first come first served sign up pad inside the
haul out shed at 7:30 am every Saturday and Sunday morning
starting April 21 until the end of May. Just show up and sign in
before 8:30 am to get launched. You are expected to stay to
help others until the last boat is launched.

For those who cannot launch on those weekends, we will

have a sign up sheet posted on the north corner in the main
deck of the clubhouse. Use this sheet to schedule a launch
between April 1 and April 20 and during weekdays until the
end of May.
You have to schedule it with one of the equipment operators
in advance of the day you want to launch. Make sure you talk
to an operator before adding your name to the list. Don’t just
show up and expect to get launched. The operators have
limited time during the week. Bring your own help, as the
operators are equipment operators only.
We will have shrink wrap disposal again this year. The Ohio
Clean Marinas Program has located a recycling company
that will pick up used shrink-wrap at no charge. Just roll it up
in a ball and leave it in the designated storage area marked
by the sign “SHRINK WRAP” on the roadside fence. The
strapping can be used to tie it up and left with the shrink-
wrap. Don’t put any wood or metal framing in with the shrink-
wrap.
The company, Mondo Polymer will make four pickups this
spring starting in April and continuing until June. Mondo
Polymer will share revenue with OCMP so it will aid their
program of clean waterways.
